start officially in Jan and the block list says what blocks to do for each week. 

i'll be putting up the paper piecing order (for people who only have the book) and the harder blocks will have tutes showing how i put them together.many other people, aside from myself, will be putting up tutes also since there are so many ways for putting these blocks together. my strong skill is in paper piecing and i'll be redrafting as many blocks as i can to fit into this style. other people in the group are masters of applique and they have already started to put together tutes covering those blocks. 

the tutes will be set up each week in that section of the forum, then we'll have a section for the pictures of the blocks in the picture section, and finally we'll have a general DJ chat thread in the swap section of the forum.

6 weeks of sewing followed by 1 week off. the summer months and the fall/winter holiday season is when we'll be doing easy blocks/triangles and the rest of the months will be more challenging with mixed methods and difficulty levels.

you need to print A1 as a mirror image for the paper piecing pattern, its one of the options in the software on the print page.

make sure on the print page that the size reads 5 inches by 8 inches. 

the software doesn't have default sizes, since you're able to scale anything up or down, so when you open/print a block and then you go straight to open/print a triangle it will still have the 4.5 inch size on the print page so you have to change it to 5x8.

I9 needs to be printed as a mirror also -it only applies to printing out the paper piecing pattern, you have to let the software know that even though its a symmetrical block to reverse the color placement on the other side - but like i said its not all of the symmetrical blocks.

A1, G2, I9, K1 K10, and M9

when people started to make their own janes it was decided to make all the blocks a uniform size and 4.5 inches was the size that was used in the book. 

the 4.5 size block along with the 5x8 triangle looks really nice with 0.5 inch sashing so when EQ came out with the software they put in the ability to do sashing all over instead of the random way used in the original jane.

Open the DJ software to the block you'd like to make, then 

click on "file" 
click on "print" 
click on "foundation pattern" 
click on "options" make sure "separate units" is checked 
click on "preview" make sure all the pieces are there and they are spaced out nicely - if you need to move things around - you click on "move" and then click on the piece you'd like to move and drag it to the new location. 

now you're ready to print - so click on "print" 


if you're working with a block that needs to be mirrored you do the following 


click on "file" 
click on "print" 
click on "foundation pattern" 
click on "options" select "mirror" and make sure "separate units" is checked 
click on "preview" make sure all the pieces are there and they are spaced out nicely - if you need to move things around - you click on "move" and then click on the piece you'd like to move and drag it to the new location. 

now you're ready to print - so click on "print"

i've started to redraft some of the applique blocks into paper piecing patterns like......

1) each week i'll put up the thread for the blocks "to do" along with tutes, as needed - this will be in the tute section of the forum 

2) each week we'll have 1 thead is the pic section of the forum for everyone to post their pics of the blocks for that week. 

3) a general DJ chit/chat thread for people to talking about whatever - we haven't come up with a location for this thread yet and whether its a new thread every week or a long running thread. 


4) set up 1 Flicker account that we all have access to. we'll each create our own albums and we'll posts all the blocks pics there too. this way people can see the Cyber work as collections.

Triangles - 5" x 8".

i'm not sure but print it out as a mirror and color in the backside of the pieces and see if it goes together correctly. 

thats what i do when i think something might need to be mirrored. 

let me know if that works and i'll make the notes to the block list.

you want to mark the base of the triangle a 1/4 inch below the 1st inch grid mark (see pic) extend this line 5.5 inches to form the base. 

now to mark the top of the triangle. make a line 1/4 above the 2nd to last inch mark of the gridded template material. the line intersects at the 3 inch vertical line (see pic) and extends horizontally to the first dashed line on each side or 1/8 inch to each side. see pic of the top section of the triangle. 

now draw a diagonal line from the top to the one inch mark on the template plastic on each side. 

now draw a line from the one inch mark lines to the bottom base line of the triangle - this is snipping off the corners (aka the dog ears). you're making a blunt edge instead of having a fine point template (see pic) 

then draw a line on the inside 1/4 inch in to divide the seam allowance from the triangle edge. see photo. 

now you can mark the inside of the template 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 down the center line - these measurements indicate inches from edge to edge. 

when you're done marking everything up on the template - just cut it out and your good to go. 

you could then attach this to hard plastic to make a more stable template or just use it with your standard rulers. 



if you have the software you already have all the patterns needed right in the software.

i will be posting in the tute section of the forum each week the blocks/triangles that should be done for that week.

i will post a picture of the paper piecing sections for the people who have the book so they will know how to trace off the pattern from the book.

for the people who have the software, i will let you know if this pattern is from the standard block selection, the variations blocks selection, or a redraft that i did myself.

for the blocks that i'm redrafting to paper piecing i will up load the file to the forum and everyone who owns the software will be able to down load it right into their software and they will have the redrafts to keep forever (if they wish) and i will post a PDF file for the people who have the book so that they can have the new redrafted block pattern.
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
