54 Blocks  (block size here is 6” finished)
Set 6 blocks by 9 blocks with 4” finished borders (not shown here) = 44” x 62”  quilt.

This scrappy quilt uses HSTs to create dark and light chains across the surface of the quilt.  Even though the example uses many colors of fabrics, you could easily choose your own fabrics from 3 or 4 or 6 color families, or whatever number you wish.  
Wouldn’t it be smashing with mixed reds, blacks, and whites?!  Or red/blue/yellow?  Or teal/magenta/gold?  Yummy!
Cutting
For the scrappy quilt as shown above:

       Cut 27 dark color squares @ 7” square 

       Cut 27 light color squares @ 7” square 

For the red/black/white quilt above:

count the number of red/white HSTs, the black/white  HSTs, and the red/black HSTs you will use in your pattern.  From that determine how many squares of each color you would need to cut to create that number of HSTs.  Then follow general HST sewing instructions below.
Sewing:
Draw a diagonal line on the reverse of the light squares.  [image: image2.png]



Layer the squares right sides together in pairs of a light and a dark fabric 

Sew ¼” away from both sides of the drawn line, shown here by dotted lines.  [image: image3.png]



Cut apart on the drawn line. [image: image4.png]


 
Press seams to one side.   [image: image5.png]


     Trim/square up to 6 ½” square.

Borders:
Cut your border strips at 4½” and apply to your top.

Send your top off to me for batting, quilting, and binding. (Although you are encouraged to do any or all of that yourself if you wish!)

If you are sending just the top, and if you have binding strips you could include, that would be awesome.  They should be cut @ 2.75” wide for these particular quilts.  

We will need enough to go around the quilt with at least 18” extra for mitering corners and joining ends on the bias.
