Twisted Bargello
General Instructions
Glue a small piece of each of your fabrics to the Fabric Chart. Keep it close to you while working on your quilt. Soon you will know these fabrics/numbers by heart, but don’t rely on your memory (unless it is a whole lot better than mine). Always check your Fabric Chart when putting your strips together. The Fabric Chart helps you press in the right direction, too.
Use ¼” seams throughout the quilt.

Use a shorter stitch than normal. I used 1.5

To prevent strip sets from bowing or stretching, sew fabrics together in pairs in one direction, then sew all other seams in the other direction.

Fabric Cutting Instructions:


Wall Quilt:
If using 8” pieces of fabric, cut 4 1 ½” strips from each of the 20 fabrics.




If using fat quarters, cut 11 1 ½” strips from each of the 20 fabrics.


I cut all my strips on the grain of the fabric to keep my strip sets from bowing.
Double Quilt:
Using 16” pieces of fabric, cut 8 strips 2” wide from each of the 20 fabrics.

Queen Quilt:
Using 18” pieces of fabric, cut 9 strips 2” wide from each of the 20 fabrics.

Use the Cutting Guide sheet to figure out what strips to put together, and what size(s) to cut that strip. When sewing your strips together, always press the seam towards the higher numbered strip. As you cut each piece from the sewn together strips, attached it to the Row Label. 

This is an example of how you read this sheet: Row 69 tells you to sew color numbers strips 7 through 16 together. Then you cut a 1" piece for quilt row 1, a 1" piece for quilt row 16, a 3/4" piece for quilt row 18, a 1" piece for quilt row 17, a 1" piece for quilt row 19, and a 1" piece for quilt row 20.

When you are through cutting all your pieces, you will take Row 1 and sew the pieces together according to the Quilt Layout guide in the pattern. Pressing: Odd rows up, even rows down.
When you have all your pieces sewed together to make rows, you will sew the rows together according to the Quilt Layout guide in the pattern. I pressed all my row to row seams open.
